D. On December 3, 1989 God came to me in a vision and said, ‘I will build
into you My image and we will do great things together.”
1. The question that came to my mind was, what did God mean when He
said, He would build into me His image?
2. The first thing I did was to look up the definition of the word image.
a. The first definition of image was a reproduction of the form of a
person.
b. I felt strongly that when God told me that He wanted to build into me
His image that He was not talking about reproducing me in His form.
3. So, I looked at the next definition and it was for physics: It stated, an
optically formed duplicate, counterpart, or other representative
reproduction of an object, especially an optical reproduction of an object
formed by a lens or mirror.
a. This definition from physics felt right to me, and I now knew that the
1mage God wanted to build in me was one that He already possessed in
His mind.
4. It took some time for me to receive a fuller revelation concerning this
matter

“WHEN GOD BUILDS HIS IMAGE INTO MAN”

XII. When God spoke to me in 1989, He said, “ I will build into you My image
and we will do great things together.”
A. One day, several years after the vision, “revelation knowledge” rose up in me
as I studied Mark Chapter 4.

1. As I was reading Mark 4 I came across verse 11which stated: “And He
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“TO THOSE NEEDING HEALING”

said to them, To you has been entrusted the mystery of the kingdom

of God [that is, the secret counsels of God which are hidden from the

ungodly]; but for those outside [of our circle] everything becomes a

parable.”

a. Irealized at this time that God had indeed trusted to me a mystery of
His Kingdom, “ I will build into you My image and we will do great
things together.”

b. And from verse 11 I also realized that the mysteries of God were given
to Christians who were in the circle or receiving from the secret
counsels of God.

c. That “circle” was the “open heaven” where knowledge and wisdom
came to those who choose to abide in His Presence.

. I realized that “revelation”concerning what God had told me would be

forthcoming in my study of Mark 4.

. In verse 3 I read, “Give attention to this! Behold, a sower went out to

sow.”

a. The key to understanding Mark 4 was rooted and grounded in the fact
that, “...... a sower went out to sow.”

b. Isoon realized that the sower was sowing words and these words were
falling into the hearts of men.

c. And that some of these hearts of men were not able to grow the seed,
or if they started to grow them, they were not able to maintain the
growth until the precious fruit was forthcoming.

. All of the above led me to verse 20 which states: “And those sown on

the good (well-adapted) soil are the ones who hear the Word and

receive and accept and welcome it and bear fruit—-some thirty times as

much as was sown, some sixty times as much, and some [even] a

hundred times as much.”

a. So, when the Word of God is sown into the heart of man and that
man’s heart is well adapted soil then the seed produces by bearing
fruit.

b. How does the Word (seed) produce?

c. There is a genetic code (picture) in the seed (words) that causes the
heart to bring forth fruit of itself: first the blade, then the ear, after that
the full grain in the ear.”

. I know that the language of the Spirit is pictures and pictures are

produced from words and thoughts.

a. If the sower (God) is sowing words and they are planted in the heart of
man, then they must produce images of what is in the mind of God.

. To those needing healing, they must see themselves healed based on the

seed (Word of God) planted in their hearts.

a. These images must be an optically formed duplicate, counterpart, or
other representative reproduction of an object,; the object being the
Word in the mind of God.

. This is supported in verse 24: “‘And He said to them, Be careful what

you are hearing. The measure [of thought and study] you give [to the

truth you hear] will be the measure [of virtue and knowledge] that
comes back to you—and more [besides] will be given to you who
hear.”

a. You will receive from the image produced from the Word ,virtue and
knowledge plus “...... more [besides] will be given to you who
hear.”

b. Ibelieve the “more” of verse 24 are the desires of our heart, and if
that desire is to be healed, then I can receive the manifestation.
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
