
It is no little thing when we dedicate our
lives to serving someone we can’t see.
Our natural senses demand the tangible
and audible yet we over ride them with our
committed faith to an invisible power.
Probably the most challenging part of the
above is that we have to make our own
decisions.  Perhaps this sounds out of line,
but this is a big factor in our lives that we
rarely consider.  The good news is that
God understands our feelings completely
and respects our faith toward an invisible
God.  The carnal and unsaved man
screams for signs of proof while the
Spiritual man rejoices with satisfaction in
the peace of knowing that God is.  Can
you imagine what the person without the
Holy Spirit goes through trying to
understand the things of God or trying to
believe there is a God?  With this thought
in mind, we can understand the value of
the Holy Spirit in our lives on a daily
basis.  Perhaps this is why Jesus called
Him the Comforter.  He relaxes our mind,
calms our spirit and gently nudges us to
faith in the invisible God.  He also
expresses and communicates through
spiritual language the thoughts of our
Father to us.  The end result is that we as
believers don’t see God as invisible but see
Him through spiritual eyes as tangible as
an earthly person.  Remember, it is no
little thing to commit your life to an
invisible God and serve that Power with
total allegiance.

Anytime we tell people that we represent the King and His Kingdom, but fail to act on
it’s message, we are improperly representing Jesus and His message.  Considering how
many Christians are failing to act, have we not missed the bulk of what Jesus taught?
In the Great Commission, Jesus said, “These sign shall accompany them that
believe; in my name shall they cast out demons;  they shall speak with new
tongues;  they shall take up serpents, and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall in
no wise hurt them;  they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.”

Jesus taught and demonstrated that the Kingdom of Heaven is a present-tense
reality, here and now.  Yes, it exists now in the invisible spiritual realm and is superior
to everything in the natural visible realm.  Heaven’s reality establishes the fact that
there is no such thing as the separation of disease and sickness from satan.  Heaven’s
reality was the Garden of Eden before the fall of mankind.  This reality extends itself
once again in this world after the work of Jesus on the Cross and in hell.  In the same
way that Jesus is fully God and fully man, so the Kingdom is fully now and fully then.

Normal Christianity should show
forth miracles, salvation, deliverance, revelation of His Word, prophetic insights, and
words of knowledge.
     In next month’s article, we will see that in order for the Church to return to it’s
original mission, it must first radically change the way it thinks.  We must repent and
renew our minds to heaven’s reality.
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Few people today would deny that the
entire world is under a demonic attack.
Satan’s evil spirit has reached a crescendo
of war, death and destruction, or so many
certainly hope.

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There is much good to be said of the Church today, even as in the days of the early Church.  There is also much
evil taking place in the Church today, even as in the days of the early Church.
     I believe the Church at Thyatira (Rev. 2:18-29), is an example of this.  Thyatira was told of their good
deeds; which were their love (agape), ministry to the needs of others (as if a servant), faith (fidelity and
faithfulness to God), patience (one who has not swerved from his deliberate purpose and loyalty to faith), and
works (their faithfulness to their employment, their God given profession.  We have many today that proclaim
to be living by faith for a ministry who have abandoned their God given employment; to them God would say,
“If you can’t be faithful to the employment I have given you, how can I trust you with a ministry?”)
     With all the good that was praised at Thyatira, they had allowed the enemy to occupy a place within the
church, a place of prominence and influence; for this they were being held responsible.  They were told of the
error as if they should have been aware of what was happening.  Possibly they were, but this is the cloak used
by the Jezebel spirit to cover itself.
     In the coming issues, I want to explore and expose how the Jezebel spirit works in the Church and in the
world today.
     First, the Jezebel spirit does not always work through a female, even though the name implies as much.  A
fully manifested Jezebel spirit in a man will manifest itself with feminine traits, although usually not as a
homosexual.  This spirit will use anyone it can to accomplish its end, which is the destruction of the spirituals
working in the church.  If we go back in history to the story of Jezebel (1 Kings 16-21 and 2 Kings 9), we find
that Jezebel was a prophetess of Baal that wanted to destroy the worship of God in Israel.  She set up Baal
worship, Baal being the male god of fertility, which was full of fornication and sexual perversion.  This was, and
can be, very enticing to a group with strict moral codes of conduct (i.e., legalism insisting on performance
instead of obedience through love.)
     Today’s Jezebel tends to deal more in spiritual immorality than in sexual immorality.  It’s desire is to have
control without being in control;  Jezebel draws power and authority from a person of authority.  Jezebel used
Ahab’s authority as King to accomplish her desires.  Jezebel, by definition, means unhusbanded, without a
covering or out of control.
     It takes a church that is spiritually awake and allowing the manifestations of the Spirit of God to operate in
their midst to be aware of Jezebel and it’s working in the Church today.  It is sad to say that there are very few
churches that actually are working in these spiritual areas, many are deceived into thinking they are but few
truly are.  This spirit’s purpose has not changed; to destroy the work of the Church, especially to stop the
spirituals (the work of the Holy Spirit) in the modern Church.
